Definitions of Rules & Regulations

Rules (กฎ) – guidelines that are provided to maintain clear functioning of a 
company or organization and to maintain peace and harmony among 
the people working in. Rules are also an informal or formal guidelines that 
state that what a person must do and don’t.

Regulations (ระเบียบ ข้อบังคับ) refers to 2 things : a process of monitoring and 
enforcing legislations and a written paper containing rules that depends 
on law or legal codes.

A postcard – A card for sending a message by post without an envelope, 
typically having a photograph or other illustration on one side.

(จงเติมนํา้ยาฟอกขาวลงในเคร่ืองซกัผ้า)

Ex. He always gets up before sunrise. (เขามกัต่ืนก่อนพระอาทิตย์ขึน้)
